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As everyone is aware, we had an incident on April 17th with the dredge 
that has resulted in a total loss of the dredge. Fortunately, there were no 
personal injuries. The incident was handled promptly and very 
professionally by members of the RIZ and Jay. The RIZ board 
immediately took action in addressing getting the dredge evaluated and 
working with the insurance company. Since day one the efforts have not 
let up.  There have been several special meetings and countless hours in 
between the meetings. RIZ is in the process of finalizing the details to 
develop a new focused dredging plan moving forward. 

I would like to thank all the RIZ board members for their diligence and 
endless efforts to address this situation and protect the most valuable 
asset to our community. The responsibilities of the RIZ extend far beyond 
the lake itself. Please make an effort to thank the members of the RIZ 
board which includes, Carl O’Connor, Gary Neimanis, Jesse Gonzalez, 
Mark Van Houten and Andrew Sawyers. 

When the opportunity arises, please plan to attend any of the meetings of 
all our boards and committees to keep yourself informed and up to date. 
This is the best way to get first hand accurate information.
